Shoulder Straps: Custom Sizing for Wing
Pattern

General Sizing is shown under General Notes in the

instructions.

For custom sizing choose the wing pattern size best
suited for your height, then measure (you may need
help here) from center back up and over shoulder,
back down around underarm, and back to starting
point. Use this measurement for each strap length
and 23/8” for strap width.

For elastic measurement (2 each):

Subtract 3” from strap measurement for small sizes
Subtract 6” for medium sizes

Subtract 8” for large sizes

Test straps for comfort before final elastic cutting.
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Cut Shoulder Straps before treating fabrics with
Terial Magic — Set aside

Wing Basics

Our digital class has easy step by step instruction to:

Construct both front and back wings

Sew both sides together and make wire casings
Construct Shoulder Straps and stitch them onto wings
Insert wires and close casings

Construct and hot glue Back Stay onto center of wings

Cut Wing pattern pieces as shown in Cutting Layout

Transfer all shoulder Pin front upper wing (A) Sew 1/4" seam, back
back strap dots to back to front middle wing (B) tack each end.

Wing Construction

Sew lower wing sections together, both front and back

Pin and sew front lower Remove pins and press
wing (C) to front middle seam down towards lower
wing (B), matching notches wing.
and easing curves. Repeat for wing back side.

Sew Wing Front to Back

You will have two wing sets, front and back sides

Pin wing front to back, Back tack and stitch in Back tack and stitch V4"
wrong sides together, the ditch along both below upper seam and
aligning seams, front to seam lines, removing Y4" above lower seam as
back, as closely as pins as stitching gets shown.

Upper and Lower Wire Casings

Trim edges even, turn Back tack and stitch
over and trim any other 1/8" away from outer
overlaps. edge between casing

dots on wing front side.

Shoulder Straps

Attaching Shoulder Straps

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Wire insertion

Wing Shaping

Finishing Touches

Wing Front Wing Back
Trim all threads and any remaining Slightly bend wings back from
overlaps so that all edges are even. center stay or arrange as you wish.
