 For a curved welt pocket, cut your 

welt strips on the bias.  

 

 Attach the strips as shown, using 

chalk marking to make sure your 

end meet. 

 

 

 

 

 

 From the wrong side of the 

garment, cut a slit with triangle’s at 

each end (as shown). 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 Flip the bias strips to the wrong side 

of the fabric.   



 

 

 

 

 

 Press.  Stitch the triangle flap to the 

bias strips, as shown on TV. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 Press.  Topstitch around the pocket 

edge before adding pocket lining.
