On the upper vent, fold the vent back and fold up the hem. Press.

Snip into the corner where the folds meet.

Turn the fabric to the right side of the sleeve and stitch from the snip to the point where the vent

meets the hem. Flip to the right side and press.
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e On the lower vent, turn the fabric right side together, using the pressed hem as a guide. Stitch.

e Flip to the right side and press.
